was born 30 March 1841 in Smithfield, Tyler County, VA. John married three times and had four-
teen children, the last one passing away in 2003. Like most western VA farmers, John T. was sym
pathetic to the Union cause. In the spring of 1861, he joined Co B Independent Exempts WV Vol-
unteers, rose to the rank of Corporal, and was discharged 21 Mar 1864. Less than a week later Jol
was serving as a private with Co D 7th WV Infantry, Army of the Potomac; his cousins Levi and
Curtis joined with him. The 7th soon was engaged in Second Wilderness (May 64), where cousin N:
